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A. Policy

1. This set of policies is presented to assist members in understanding the operations and functions of the district organization. They shall remain in effect until amended or repealed by the members of its district council. 

2. These policies may be amended at any district meeting by a majority vote of the chapters in attendance, provided a quorum is present. Any action taken by the organization shall be made into a policy when proper. 

B. District Meetings

1. The invocation, Pledge of Allegiance, Minnesota Women of Today and United States Women of today creeds shall be given at each meeting. 

2. Time, place and date of district meetings shall be at the discretion of the district director, providing it is at least two (2) weeks prior to the state meeting. The hosting chapter shall notify all chapters at least 45 days in advance of the meeting with the details. 

3. The registration fee, not to exceed $7, shall be charged. A district meeting is not intended to be a moneymaker for the host  chapter

a. Any profit will be turned over to the treasury.

b. Any shortfalls in funds, beyond the chapter’s control, shall be petitioned for reimbursement from the treasury. District council will judge whether expenses are above and beyond the control of the hosting chapter (i.e., weather)

c. Registration fees of the district officers are to be absorbed by the hosting chapter unless the district officer does not attend. It is then the district officer’s responsibility to reimburse the registration fee to the host chapter. 

d. The district will absorb registration fees for any state officers and one traveling companion. 

4. Host chapter responsibilities:

a. Planning the entertainment and program except for the business meeting, this will be determined by the district director. 

b.  Door prizes

c. Invitations:

i. Sent out forty-five (45) days prior to the meeting.

ii. Sent to district officers, state president, each chapter president and state delegate, chapter service center, administrative vice president, guest speakers and any other guests as requested by the district director.

iii. Indicate  an RSVP on the invitation; and

d. Project report is due to RAVE district program manager and a copy to the district director with expenses within 30 days following district meeting. 

5. Reservations must be made with the host chapter on or before the reservation date set by the host chapter, when a member makes a reservation for a district meeting and is unable to attend (s)he shall: 

a.
Notify the host chapter by the cancellation date
b. Pay for the luncheon if not notified before the cancellation date.

6. If attending a district business meeting only, those members will be required to pay a fee of $2.

7. A Lucky Buck basket shall be required by chapters at each district meeting; those chapters not donating a lucky buck basket will be charged a fee of $10.

8. After the spring district meeting, the district director shall provide five (5) minutes of agenda time per state president and state treasurer candidate for a member of the district to speak on behalf of the candidates, if requested. 

C. Election Policies

1. Nominations shall be done by roll call, the first nominations determined by lot. The other chapters continue in alphabetical order. 

2. Speeches  

a. Nominating speeches are not to exceed five (5) minutes.

b. Seconding speeches are not to exceed two (2) minutes

c. Acceptance speeches are not to exceed three (3 ) minutes. 

D. Reports and Correspondence

1. The district director shall contact chapters within thirty (30) days of assuming office.

2. A district newsletter shall be sent out a minimum of four (4) times a year to all district council members, state president, administrative vice president, chapter service center, Newslet SPM and anyone the district director deems necessary. 

3. All minutes from all previous years shall be kept in an official minute book.

4. Past records of chapter mailing, district newsletter, etc., shall be kept on file for one (1) year.

5. The outgoing district director shall give a final report in the district newsletter, which will include a complete financial report and activities for the past year, to be no later than June 30.

6. Chapter information packets (CIP’s) will be sent to any chapter not picking up their CIP’s at state meetings 

E. District Program Managers

1. Duties will be determined by the district programming vice president 

2. DPM’s shall organize any competition, and all that entails, in their area. 

3. DPM’s send in quarterly reports to the SPM, internal or external vice president and the district programming vice president. 

F. Awards and Gifts

1. The Chapter Mile Award is given to the chapter having traveled the most member miles to the meeting, to be tabulated by secretary.

a. Chapter miles shall be determined by multiplying the percentage of members in good standing, registered and in attendance at roll call, by the number of miles traveled one way to the meeting.

b. The host chapter is not included in the award tabulations, if the meeting is held in their community or area. 

2. The Chapter Attendance Award is awarded to the chapter having the greatest percentage of members in attendance at the district meeting, to be tabulated by secretary

c. The chapter winning the Chapter Mile Award is not eligible for this award.

d. The host chapter is eligible if the meeting is held at a central location, which is not in their home community. 

3. The District First Timer Award shall be presented at each district meeting.

e. A winner shall be determined by a drawing.

f. The drawing will be done by the secretary.

g. The winner shall have her/his registration, at the very next district meeting, paid by the district. 

4. A project of the quarter and/or m-night of the quarter shall be awarded at each district meeting.    

a. The state delegate from each chapter will briefly explain their chapter’s events.

b. A short caucus will be held, and each chapter will vote by secret ballot. 

c.  Each chapter gets one vote for each award. 

5. Any additional recognition may be given at the district directors discretion

6. The gavel shall be passed onto the newly elected district director at the spring district meeting.

7. The past district director shall receive a past district director pin at the summer district meeting, provided by current district director from the district treasury.

G. District Wide Extensions

1. A district wide extension must be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of all chapters. 

2. A district extension committee will be formed that will include at least one member from each supporting chapter. The district director must sit on the committee, but shall not be the chair.

3. Every four quarters, if the extension has not been complete, the district extension committee shall reevaluate the continuation of the district wide extension.
